Constitution and By-laws

Preamble
With the object in view of developing, promoting, and protecting the miniature Cheviot sheep breed, and
of cooperating with all other organizations promoting sheep in general, we, the members of the American
Miniature Cheviot Sheep Breeders Association do hereby adopt this Constitution as the fundamental law
of the Association.

Article I. Name
Section 1. The name of this organization shall be the American Miniature Cheviot Sheep Breeders
Association.

Article II. Purpose
Section 1. The purpose of this organization is to promote, develop, protect, and maintain the purity and
standards of miniature Cheviot sheep through record-keeping and the exchange of information among
association members and the public.

Article III. Territory
Section 1. Territory of operation shall be the United States and its possessions and also the Dominion of
Canada, and Mexico; plus such other areas as shall request services.

Article I'V. Membership
Section 1. Any reputable individual, firm, association, partnership or corporation interested in the
breeding, sale, or promotion of miniature Cheviot sheep is eligible for membership in the association
upon making application and agreeing that if accepted in such membership, such member will abide by
and be bound by the Constitution and the rules and regulations of this association now in force and which
may hereafter be adopted by its administration.

Article V. Administration
Section 1. The Administration shall have the power and authority to make, amend, repeal and enforce
rules and regulations not contrary to law or this Constitution as they may deem expedient concerning the
conduct, management, and activities of the association. All rules and regulations however, are subject to
revisions or amendments by the members under the procedure as follows:

Upon petition, by no less than five members, the proposal to revise or amend action of
the administration shall be submitted to the members by mail within 45 days. The voting
shall be closed thirty (30) days after the referendum has been mailed to the members.

Within thirty (30) days following the vote, the administration shall provide for the
tabulation of the vote and declare the results. The referendum shall become effective if a
favorable vote has been declared.

Section 2. The term, Administration, as used in this Constitution or the By-Laws made pursuant to this
Constitution, is the Registrar, who oversees the affairs of this association.

Section 3. The Registrar shall hold office until his successor assumes office. The Registrar shall be the
corresponding and recording office of the Association; he shall sign and issue all certificates of
registration and membership; he shall keep a record of all such certificates issued; and he shall perform
